Visiting these
folks gives us many opportunities to minister
through fellowship, prayer, Bible studies, and
doing practical things for them. Though physical
abilities are limited, these folks are concerned
about lost souls ~ and stand with us in prayer as
we canvass their neighborhoods. (Psa. 126:5-6)

SOWING IN RIGHTEOUSNESS AND HOLINESS —
Several Ohio pastors have scheduled ongoing
prayer meetings. Folks are humbly seeking the
Lord, repenting from sin and seeing God’s power
on their lives. Many of these churches are plan-
ning spring and summer revivals with much
prayer. May God in His will and grace send revival
in Ohio and regions beyond. (Il Chron. 7:14)

SOWING BOUNTIFULLY — Since the spring of
2002, several churches have assisted one another
in specially timed gospel blitzes on Saturdays.

More are planned for 2010. Through the winter,
our weekday canvassing went well on the west
side regions of Cleveland. Hundreds of homes
(44102, 44109) received gospel tracts, John /
Romans and Bible studies. Our desire is to
canvass 1,000 blocks a year.
